Frank E. Ames, 85, Dies Wednesday at Wells Bridge 

 
Frank E. Ames, 85, died at the home of his daughter, Mrs. Seymour L. 

[Minnie M.] Root, at Wells Bridge, at 8:45 Wednesday morning.  The funeral 

will be held from Mrs. Root’s home at 2 Saturday with interment in the 
Evergreen cemetery, Otsego.  Rev. Charles A. Wyman, pastor of the Chapin 

Memorial Universalist church of Oneonta, will officiate. 
Mr. Ames was born in the town of Richfield, March, 15, 1857, a son of 

William and Marietta Ames.  In 1879 he married Clara Palmer, and in 1912 
married the widow of Isaac Bishop, the late Clarissa Bishop.  Surviving are his 

daughter, Mrs. Root, and one sister, Mrs. Cora Walker of 2 Hickory street, 
Oneonta.  He had been a resident of Richfield Springs, Oneona, Unadilla and 

Wells Bridge, and had been engaged in farming most of his life. 
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
