Miss Clark, Little Falls, Native of England, Dies 

 
Little Falls — Miss Anna Elizabeth Clark, 79, died yesterday in the Little 

Falls Hospital, where she had been a patient since Tuesday. 

She was born Aug. 25, 1869 in Yorkshire, England, a daughter of the late 
Thomas and Mary Clark.  For more than 45 years she had made her home 

with Miss Nellie Hart at 655 Gansevoort St. 

Miss Clark came to the United States at the age of three and for a while 
lived in Fairfield before moving to this city.  She attended St. Paul’s 

Universalist Church. 
She leaves one brother, Edward Clark, Walesville, N.Y., and several nieces

Funeral services will be conducted at 2 p.m. tomorrow from the Newitt 

Funeral Home, with the Rev. Harold B. Gilman, Universalist minister, 
officiating.  The body will be placed in Fairview Cemetery vault to await burial 

there in the spring. 
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
