J. Levalley Helenbolt Dies; Manufacturer, 74, in Medina 

 
Medina—J. Levalley Helenbolt, 74, for more than half a century one of 

Medina’s outstanding citizens, died in Medina Memorial Hospital after a brief 
illness. 

Born in the town of Ridgeway, Mr. Helenbolt was associated with S. A. 
Cook & Co., Medina, furniture manufacturers, as a member of the firm for 

more than two score years.  A year ago he was appointed an assessor of the 
town of Ridgeway, and several months ago was named a village assessor for 

Medina.  He was a member of the IOOF lodge of Medina and acted as trustee 
of the lodge for 20 years.  He also was a member of the Medina lodge of 

Masons. 
Surviving are a daughter, Miss Marion Helenbolt, at home; a son, Carl P. 

Helenbolt, Medina; a brother, George S. Helenbolt, Middleport; a sister, Mrs. 
John Wintjen, Mt. Vernon; one grandson, Kenneth S. Helenboldt, Medina. 

Funeral services will take place in the residence, 322 West Center St., at 
2:30 p.m. tomorrow, the Rev. Clifford Stetson [Universalist], Middleport,
