J. P. PEALER OF NELLISTON DIES 

Worked in Hix Furniture Plant and Bailey Knitting Co. Most of Life 

 
FORT PLAIN, Jan. 24.—Jeremiah Phillips Pealer, aged 68, died Wednesday 

morning at the Montgomery sanatorium at Swart Hill.  Mr. Pealer had 
suffered from poor health for some time, but had been at the sanatorium for 

only three weeks.
